Historic development
at St Joseph’s
Professor Ron Nicholson, rector of St Luke’s
Anglican parish in Howick, was  guest speaker
at a graduation ceremony  on April 19th  when
St Joseph’s Theological Institute, Cedara,
conferred its first ever degrees and diplomas
in theology, religious studies and philosophy.

He told the new graduates that the
challenge they now faced was “to understand
the language of the world - in science, politics,
media -in order to speak a language of faith to
contemporary, post-colonial Africa”.

At the graduation ceremony held at Hilton
College, 16 BTh, and eight BA in Religious
Studies degrees were conferred and, 38
students received diplomas in philosophy.

Fr Daniel Corijn OMI, president of St
Joseph’s, called it “great historic day of joy and
happiness for all of us”. .

Founded in 1943 in Pietermaritzburg as St
Joseph’s Scholasticate, it moved to its present
site in Cedara in the early fifties. In 1990 it
became St Joseph’s Theological Institute and
a founding member of the Pietermaritzburg
Cluster of Theological Institutions.

Until 2005, its students earned degrees
from the Urbaniana University in Rome, but,
after having been registered by the Ministry of
Education as an independent tertiary institution
in 2004, St Joseph’s was now able to offer six
undergraduate and diploma programmes,
representing “a giant step in Catholic tertiary
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Director
Anglican House of Studies
The Anglican House of Studies is an institution of the Church of the Province of
Southern Africa located in Pietermaritzburg in close location to the University of
KwaZulu-Natal. The Province seeks to appoint a Director of Studies on a three-year
contract, starting October 2006, renewable subject to funding.

The responsibilities of the Director will be to:
 assist in the development of a vision for the Anglican House of Studies;   network
with funders and missionary societies to assist in fundraising for the House;  liaise
with other bodies of the CPSA and its dioceses concerned with theological education
liaise with the School of Religion and Theology at the University of KwaZulu-Natal
and the Cluster of Theological Institutions around Pietermaritzburg;   initiate the
design of post graduate modules in Anglican theology, spirituality or pastoralia;
plan a variety of options to assist with post-ordination theological education, pastoral
training and appropriate field work of Anglican lay leaders and clergy;

The Director will also :
assist with the day-to-day running administration of the House; *take responsibility
for selecting any students to be accommodated in the House,  arrange fo regular
opportunities for worship in the House,  provide learning opportunities for prayer,
spiritual growth and creative liturgy and oversee the discipline of students
accommodated in the house as set out in the Code of Conduct.

Minimum requirements are a good understanding of the theology, ethos and
structuresof the Church of the Province of Southern Africa, and a relevant Masters
degree in theology or equivalent.  A PhD would be an advantage.  Also necessary
is  three years pastoral experience, e.g. as Rector of a Parish or as a chaplain,
some experience in administration - e.g. in handling a small staff, in managing a
budget, in responding to written queries and requests.; Computer literacy in emails,
word-processing and spreadsheets is a requirement, as is also competence in
written and spoken English and the ability to communicate accurately and
dynamically. *Academic teaching experience would be an advantage, as would
post graduate supervision.

The remuneration package is the equivalent of a basic CPSA clergy remuneration
and includes benefits, and applications, marked “Director: applications” should
include the names of two referees, to reach Private Bag 899,  Pietermaritzburg
3200 by 31 May, although the selection process will continue until a suitable
applicant is appointed.

The remaining brothers will return to England
shortly after.

�It seems clear to us in CR that the need is now for religious communities brought
to birth from the soul of South Africa by South Africans themselves,� says Father
George Guiver CR Superior of the Community in Mirfield UK,   �And we will be
wanting to highlight that - it is time to hand on the torch. �There are already good
things happening, such as with the Order of the Holy Cross just outside Grahamstown.�

Theological College
Principal
The College of the Transfiguration, the Anglican  residential theological college in
Grahamstown needs a suitably qualified person to take up the position of principal of
the College from the beginning of next year.

The contract is initially for 5 years subject to a
one year probationary period. After the initial contract period tenure may be extended
in 5 year terms.

Bishops
condemn behaviour
At their five-day, bi-annual synod meeting in Bloemfontein the bishops of the CPSA
said that they continue to be deeply concerned about the treatment of women in our
society. So much so that, in solidarity with all women in Southern Africa, they intend
organising a series of special events on August 9 this year.
     The Anglican Church hopes to use National Women’s Day, as well as the Sixteen
Days of Activism to End Violence Against Women and Childen - held in November/
December � to honour women, to pray and to proclaim the church’s support for the
place of women in all societies of Southern Africa. The bishops will invite leaders of
all faith groups, of business, government and civil society to join them in these events,
and urges these leaders to promote the good of women and children in all that they do.
     While celebrating the 10th anniversary of the South African Constitution, the bishops
expressed concern that the fine ideal of Batho pele ("People first") was so often being
left unfulfilled by those in public office. They  have repeated their call for all public
figures to respect the rights asserted in the Constitution and to pursue the common
good of all the people. They also call for consistency between the private lives and the
public conduct of all leaders in church and society.
     The bishops said that the values in the Constitution still need to be entrenched in
the thinking of people and the daily lives of communities.
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The Restoration of the Frauenkirche
was the Healing of the Nation
– Ian Darby

Just as Nehemiah was called to go and organise the rebuilding of the temple in
Jerusalem, so a small group of people were moved to rebuild the ruined
Frauenkirche in Dresden, Germany.
      Fifty years after the air forces of Britain and the United States had destroyed
the city with their fire bombing, the Frauenkirche remained a pile of burnt out
rubble and two broken stumps, all that was left of that beautiful cathedral.
     The ruins of the temple in Jerusalem marked the invasion of Nebuchadnezzar
some one hundredand fifty years before the arrival of Nehemiah. Although
devastating to the Jews, the conquest of Judea by the Babylonians was seen
by the prophets as God’s way of correcting his people.
     While it was the will of God that his temple be rebuilt, the lengthy interval
before it was restored would seem to have been necessary for the process of
healing the nation.
     This was not something which could happen overnight. The hearts and minds
of the people had to turn once again to God. And this can take longer than the
physical restoration of a great building.
            The reunification of Germany was a moment when the future of the
Frauenkirche was considered. The healing of the nation had reached a stage
where there was no longer a need for the constant reminder of the retribution
Germany had received from the Allies. It was time now to let the building arise
in all its pristine beauty.
     The cost of restoring the Frauenkirche was prohibitive, even for the
economically buoyant Germany. An appeal would have to be addressed to the
whole world. The response was tremendous, especially from those countries
that had contributed to its destruction.
     Rebuilding commenced and the final rededication of the Frauenkirche took
place on 28 October 2005, just sixty years and six months after its collapse.

This marked the healing of the church, the city and the nation. The restored
cathedral represents both a reconciliation of nations and as a sacrament of
God’s salvation.

Climate change
A CHURCH-BACKED CAMPAIGN on  climate change has challenged the
United Kingdom government to state its  policy for future negotiations on global
warming while also welcoming the  agreement reached at the United Nations�
conference in Montreal.

Talks in Montreal aimed to start discussions  on a long-term strategy to
safeguard climatic stability after the expiry  in 2012 of current commitments
under the Kyoto Protocol to reduce carbon  dioxide and other atmospheric
gases that many scientists believe cause  global warming.

 �Time is running out to �cut the carbon� and turn the conference�s hopes
into reality,� says the Rev. David Pickering, moderator of Operation Noah,  a
joint project of Churches Together in Britain and Ireland (CTBI) and the
Christian Ecology Link, which campaigns for a more  environmentally-friendly
church.

�We in the West have to accept the lion�s  share of cuts, including in our
homes and churches.�

Anglican
Doctrinal Consultation
The Inter-Anglican Theological and Doctrinal Commission (IATDC) has initiated
a new round of consultation across the Anglican Communion on the relationship
between the Anglican churches in preparation for its next meeting in Limuru, Kenya,
in September 2006.

The Chair of IATDC, the Rt Revd Professor Stephen Sykes, Principal of Saint
John�s College, Durham, is writing to all bishops and theological education centres
in the Anglican Communion to ask them to co-operate with the Commission�s
work by offering their answers to some of the key questions troubling the Anglican
Communion.

IATDC was formed in 2001 to develop a theology of �communion� and especially
to describe the nature of the communion which exits between Anglican churches
around the world. Its work has been suspended over the last two years in order to
release funds for the work of the Lambeth Commission on Communion, which
produced the Windsor Report in October 2004 in response to controversy in the
Anglican Communion following developments in North America concerning
ministry in the context of same-sex relationships.

At its meeting in June 2005, the Anglican Consultative Council (ACC) requested
IATDC to resume its work, recognising the need for further work on the wider
theological framework of Anglican identity.

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Mr Patrick Dumisa OSC - a tribute from his family
Mr Patrick E.R.D. Dumisa was honoured by the Diocese of Natal, through Bishop
Rubin, with the Order of the Cathedral of Holy Nativity on the 5th February 2006 at
the communion service held at St. Augustine’s Church Umlazi. This honour is the
second as former Bishop Nuttal had already admitted him to the Order of St. Simon
of Cyrene.
     Mr Dumisa was born on the 3rd February 1917 and was licensed as a Lay Minister
in Umlazi in 1967. This marks his service as a Lay Minister to be almost 40 years on
top of the period he served as a lay preacher prior to this.
     Some of the highlights of his ministry, in which his church and pastoral service is
marked by consistency and punctuality in carrying out his duties, include the following:
     In 1962 he became one of the pioneers of Iviyo Lofakazi Baka Kristu in Umlazi and
he has up to now actively and effectively promoted it. Iviyo has matured to a point
where it plays a pivotal ministry of prayer and healing within the church and the
community. Their members now have regular sessions on Wednesdays, Fridays and on

each 4th Sunday of the month, and many people have experienced God’s healing at the hands of Iviyo. The Friday sessions are for home
pastoral visits not only to their members but also to the church and community at large.
     He has coordinated the stewardship teachings within the Parish since 1970 while Canon GCS Mdhladhla was the Parish Rector. His
coordination led to the setting up of record-keeping systems that indicate the breakdown of each Sunday’s collection and the generation
of a weekly manual printout that would indicate the amount of each Tithe / Pledge number and the total of this and the loose collection.
     Through his negotiations with the then Rector and his successors, the 2nd Sunday of each month has been reserved for stewardship
teaching at St. Augustine’s by both internal and external lay and clergy people. The tasked preachers/speakers would be drawn across
the ages, gender and diocese. The spin-off of this exercise is that the Parish of Umlazi is financially (and spiritually) viable and stable.
     His leadership and coordination has also given birth to a group of pensioners and other dedicated people who spend their Mondays at
church doing the analysis and record keeping of the collections of each Sunday. To prove that stewardship is not only about hard cash,
he and other people have also donated various items of church furniture and vestments. This angle of stewardship saw our Parish quickly
filling the then new building with all appropriate furniture, the old being donated to the outstations. Items such as the Altar, main
Crucifix, Tabernacle, Pulpits, Pews, Fans, Organs and others are all donations by individual members and families.
     The stewardship teaching and coordination has enabled the clergy to concentrate on the spiritual issues of the church and allow the
people to mobilise the financial issues themselves. Many a parish has benefited from Umlazi through visiting and/or inviting the stewardship
team members to assist by addressing and teaching their congregations.
     As from his 88th birth year, Mr Dumisa has started playing  more of background part as his strength is not as it used to be, but he
is still available at church almost every Sunday except if he is on an errand elsewhere. Dedication, consistency and punctuality are his
best characteristics.
     The Dumisas agree on one important fact about what made Patrick so passionate about his church activities. His late wife, Gladys
Selina Dumisa, popularly known as “MaButhelezi”, is universally acknowledged as having been the real pillar of Patrick’s religious involvement.
MaButhelezi passed away in 1992, and is solely missed by her family and many members of the Parishof Umlazi.  It was, therefore, not
surprising that a number of the Dumisas and other church members were seen holding back tears, and openly stating “we wish MaButhelezi
was here to witness the fruits of her efforts”.  May her soul rest in peace.
     Most of the Dumisa offspring are successful in their chosen careers. They all went to university, with three of the sons having
studied both in South Africa and abroad. The eldest son Musa is the founder and managing director of Celani Funeral Services. The
second son, Dr Thabisa Dumisa is, amongst other things, an active Member (Commissioner) of the

national Commission on Gender
Equity, and an organist at the
Parish of Umlazi. The third son,
Prof Bonke Dumisa is, amongst
other things, the CEO of the
Durban Chamber of Commerce and
the Chairman of  the Natal Sharks
Board. The fourth son, Sbusiso is
a high school teacher, and a former
deputy school principal. Zwi, the
only daughter, is a high school
teacher as well as a prominent
businesswoman, a florist, and
decor specialist. The Dumisa
children all attribute their success
to a good disciplined religious upbringing by Patrick and MaButhelezi.
